Criteria and Guidelines for the Registration of Assessors

THETA ETQA would like to draw your attention to the following extracts from a SAQA policy document.

SAQA Requirements for Assessors 
The requirements can be summarized as follows:

2.1 All registered assessors must have met the requirements of the generic assessor standard,

and should be certificated by the ETDP SETA or by the relevant ETQA in agreement with

the ETDP SETA in this regard.

2.2 This requirement was enforceable by SETA ETQA as from the end of May 2004, by which time all assessors should be able to demonstrate competence against the new standard, either through

participating in a training and assessment programme or through undergoing an RPL

process.

2.3 All registered assessors are registered to assess using specified standards and/or qualifications:

the registered assessor must be able to demonstrate competence in relation to these specified

standards and qualifications, at or above, the level of the qualifications in question.

2.4 All registered assessors must have met any additional requirements laid down by their

constituent ETQA. The status of registered assessors can be checked on the appropriate

ETQA database or website.

THETA Requirements for Assessors

THETA has issued several letters of communication to providers regarding the requirements since May 2003, to ensure that their assessors are qualified appropriately in line with the SAQA policy requirements. All new assessor registrations are currently conducted on evidence of assessor competence in the generic assessor unit standard only. 

THETA Assistance

In order to assist providers in this regard, THETA has embarked on a project that has assisted assessors in converting their TD qualification to the generic assessor unit standard as per the SAQA requirements. Notice of De-registration of unqualified Assessors 

In line with the above requirements, assistance and extended period of grace to fulfil the requirements for assessor registration, please be advised that the THETA ETQA will, with effect 1 June 2005, de-register all assessors from its database that do not comply with the requirements as stipulated above. Providers will not be able to conduct any assessments with unregistered / unqualified assessors after this date.
