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1. Geographic Information

The Eastern Cape has been divided into 2 sites, the South and the North. They have been divided along the N6 and to be specific the Kei River.

The Eastern Cape South stars from the Kei River up to the borders of South Coast

It covers the coast and the inland. There are various nature based tourism activities and conservation activities taking place in this site.

2. Type of Area

There is diversity of people in this site there are rural people who are mostly illiterate and there are urban people who are literate and semi literate.

3. Transport

People are using taxis and buses as means of transportation; others walk because the buses cannot reach their areas or because they cannot afford to pay for those services.

4. Economic Background.

This area is the most poverty stricken area of the Eastern Cape, there is a high level of unemployment, people work mostly for the government, municipalities and others are self employed selling things like vegetables etc. The rest of the population is dependent on social grants for a living.

There is a couple of tourism and conservation activities taking place in this area, there is an influx of tourists coming into this area particularly the Buffalo City, Nelson Mandela Bay, Port Alfred, Jeffrey’s Bay, Tsitsikamma and Cape St Francis .

The level of awareness in this are is still low there is a need for emphasis on awareness programs to reach the urban and rural areas so that they can participate and benefit in the Tourism and Conservation development.
