1. Geographic Information
The Eastern Cape has been divided into 2 sites, the South and the North. They have been divided along the N6 and to be specific the Kei River.
The Eastern Cape North stars from the Kei River up to the borders of Kwa Zulu Natal

It covers the coast and the inland. There are various nature based tourism activities and conservation activities taking place in this site.

The level of awareness in this are is still low there is a need for emphasis on awareness programs to reach the rural areas so that they can participate and benefit in the Tourism and Conservation development.
