1. GLTP- MAKULEKE
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in relation to the Kruger National Park
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1.2 DESCRIPTION OF GEOGRAPHIC AREA

This project site is located in the North Eastern corner of the Limpopo Province, South Africa, next to the Kruger National Park. 

1.3 COMMUNITES INVOLVED

Makuleke Community.

1.4 CRITERIA USED FOR IDENTIFYING COMMUNITIES/ PRIMARY BENEFICIARIES

It is recommended that the INTAC project start with the Makuleke People as a pilot project site and that stakeholder consultation with the bigger GLTP process be initiated for phase III implementation. The Makuleke is a direct stakeholder involved in the Transfrontier Conservation Area and the only private landowners on the South African Side of the TFCP. They also meet the criteria for INTAC project implementation:

· Potential for success in terms of the objectives and marrying the opportunities of the project

· Project maturity

· Strong Institutional body

The proposed Baseline study/ Training Needs Analysis will substantiate and elaborate on the information gathered in the environmental scan process.

1.5 ISSUES

INTAC team need to decide if we are going to launch with intervention at the Makuleke site or are we going to involve the bigger GLTP – which involves +/- 2 million people. Excellent opportunities exist with concessionaires within Kruger National Park. 

There are no municipal boundary issues with the Makuleke – the bigger GLTP will have some and needs to be understood.

The community members are living in Matlibidi (Ward 8), Moremela and Leroro (Ward 9 A + B). The forum falls under the administration of the Mpumalanga Parks Board and enjoys endorsement from the Tribal Authorities and the Local Government. 

2.4 CRITERIA USED FOR IDENTIFYING COMMUNITIES/ PRIMARY BENEFICIARIES

It is recommended that the INTAC project start with the Mohlatse Forum as a pilot project site and that stakeholder consultation with other communities around the Blyde Nature Reserve be initiated for phase III implementation. The forum meets the criteria for INTAC project implementation:
