2010 LEARNERSHIP GRANTS

The Tourism, Hospitality & Sports Education & Training Authority (THETA) is launching the 2010 Learnership intake. THETA Member Employers are invited to apply for Learnerships. The Learnership implementation project is intended for both Employed (18.1) and Unemployed (18.2) learners.

The listed criteria will inform the Learnership application, evaluation and allocation process:

1. Employers applying for Learnerships must provide proof of an agreement where a suitable training provider agrees to provide training for learners;
2. The appointed Training Provider must have full programme approval and accreditation at the time of application as no negotiations will be entered into after receipt of application;

3. Training Providers and other skills development intermediaries are not eligible to apply for this current rollout; only employers who own suitable workplaces qualify;

4. Applications must have relevance to the organisations training and development needs as outlined in their WSP; 

5. A Learnership Implementation Plan must be submitted with the application documents; (see section 5 in the Application Form for more details);

6. At least 70% verifiable learner placement information for previous Learnership implementation must be provided in the application;

7. Learnerships that address scarce and critical skills needs identified in the THETA Sector Skills Plan are listed in the Table below;
